our faculty members have 
proven themselves to be highly 
accomplished educators and 
researchers; and the dedication 
and achievements of our staff 
have been recognised and 
awarded.

I am therefore delighted that as 
a result of all their hard work 
and accomplishments, as well 
as the generous support of 
donors and the benevolence 
of the government, this year 
we launched the College of 
Integrative Studies and College 
of Graduate Research Studies – 
our seventh and eighth schools 
respectively. We also opened 
the ninth building on our 100 
per cent green-certified campus.
